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4.1	 Logging on to the Console

PoE+ Switch and the terminal will display “running testing procedures”. Then, 
the following message asks to log in user name and password. The factory 
default user name and password are shown as follows, and the login screen in 
Figure 4-3 appears.

The following shows how to start up the Web Management of the Industrial 
Managed PoE+ Switch. Note the Industrial Managed PoE+ Switch is configured 
through an Ethernet connection. Please make sure the manager PC must be 
set to the same IP subnet address.

For example, the default IP address of the Industrial Managed PoE+ Switch is 
192.168.0.100, then the manager PC should be set to 192.168.0.x (where x 
is a number between 1 and 254, except 100), and the default subnet mask is 
255.255.255.0.

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6.	Recovering Back to Default Configuration

 IP Address has been changed or admin password has been 
forgotten – 
To reset the IP address to the default IP Address “192.168.0.100” or reset 
the login password to default value, press the hardware-based reset button 
on the front panel for about 10 seconds. After the device is rebooted, 
you can log in the management Web interface within the same subnet of 
192.168.0.xx.
